glorious history of militant resistance.
Today, they continue their long struggle
by resisting the onslaught launched by
monopoly capitalism, threatening their
remaining lands, sacred sites, and
resources.

There is a growing unity in their
struggle for land rights, for sovereignty
over rich resources, for their culture and
self-government, which has resulted in
some significant victories.
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At the same time, however,
Indigenous militants and activists are
being subjected to severe forms of
repression from the B.lLA. and F.B.I.

Indigenous leaders of past political
movements have been murdered, jailed
unjustly, and subjected to targeted

harassment.

Poverty is exceptionally severe for
those on reservations. The overall
population of Indigenous Peoples is
living below the federal poverty line
of 28.2 percent. One in four
indigenous Americans and Alaskans
are living in poverty. In 2020, the
median income was $40,315 for all
Indigenous American families.

The official overall unemployment
rate in 2018 is 25.4%. However, the
official rate hides real
unemployment, ranging up to 80%
for those living on or near
reservations and rural villages; 45%
when those with temporary
employment are included.

Only 59.6% are in the workforce in
2018, compared to 62% for Black
people and 71.8% for white people.
Tens of thousands of Indigenous
workers remain part of what Marx
termed "the Lazarus layers of the
permanently unemployed.”
